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KEYPOINTS:

e Have a general knowledge of the uses of plants/flowers/trees (food, medicine, fuel, etc)

o Have knowledge of the dangers faced by some plants/flowers/trees (loss of habitat. Shortage of
water, etc) and suggest what can be done to save them from extinction.

o Have knowledge of problems caused by introduced species or alien invaders (excessive use of
water, lack of predators and can ‘take over’ the landscape).

TEACHING, TESTING IDEAS AND RESOURCES:

e Qutings to countryside, botanical gardens, parks, wetlands, nurseries, show gardens, look in
National Parks (all trees are labelled).
e Grow an item from seed.
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e Collect pictures, mount them on card and have them laminated. This will keep them in good
condition for years.
